Talking about change
To talk about changes, we often use (get, become ,comparative adjective)

- Temperatures above 30 are becoming more common.
- The weather is getting warmer.

- Summer is getting longer

- Winter is getting warmer

You can also use (more, less, fewer) with nouns to describe change

- There were more cyclones this year than last year.
- There was less snow this year.

- There are fewer forests.

- There is more rain in the winter

- There are fewer storms in the summer.
